Andrew – Its great we are no. 5 in donations to World, can’t forget about the newcomers about what’s 
important – we need to have meetings on July 4th and Christmas instead of giving so much money to 
World and giving back to holidays for the addicts who still suffer.   
 
Hilary - ? when I go to meeting there aren’t meeting schedules, I don’t understand why there aren’t any 
schedules.  (Region has taken on producing the meeting schedules and we have 1 meeting schedule for the 
Region, and they are distributed at Area and are provided to GSR’s for each meeting (free) there is no costs 
for schedules.  Next meeting schedules will be printed the first of August, and they will be brought by 
Area representatives to be available in August 2010. *3200 meeting /1300 HI schedules if your group is not 
getting enough meeting schedules and you need to go to that area where that meeting and ask where are 
the schedules.  They have to say something so we need to TALK. 
 
It’s come up about clubhouses because I found NA in a clubhouse, if an area has most of their meetings in 
a clubhouse 90% is going to the clubhouse, instead address your areas to obtain more meeting in church’s 
to promote attraction/rather than promotion.

Tony – meeting list came up there area, the meeting lists, GSR’s are taking more than they need, and it 
would be a good idea that the meeting lists should be given on a percentage of how many in attendance.   
 
I have GSR write down 
their groups attendance, and RCM adds to their GSR’s based on percentages.  When groups really look at 
what they need. 
 
Tammy – HI in So. Nevada area when I didn’t have enough schedules, it’s announced by PI, and the 
meeting schedules are available on Region 51 website.  I have seen a problem with correctional facilities, 
and have Region take over correctional facilities to establish a better relationship to we can carry the 
message to the addict who is still suffering the most. 
 
Terry – So. Nevada does have commitment at the NLV jail, there are only 6 people who are permitted into 
the facility.  We have a hard time to take on this commitment when the Spanish committee meeting to take 
on an HI commitment except for NLV and the person will not allow us to bring in a Spanish meeting, will 
not allow us to bring in the meeting unless more men step up and take on more HI commitments.

 Purpose

Although the World Board has the responsibility for the world convention, the 
*WCNA Workgroup*(local support committee) plays an important role in its 
success. The purpose of the WCNA Workgroup (support committee) is to 
support *the World Board* (World Service) in specific areas of planning and 
implementation by providing input, volunteers, and assistance. 


 (Composition)

(The support committee consists of up to 15 members based on the needs of 
the specific event. This includes an administrative committee that consists of 
two persons serving as co-chairs and one person serving as Secretary/
Treasurer. The number of additional members needed for the support 
committee will be provided for each event. 

(The clean time requirement for all support committee positions is five years. 
These positions are all elected by the local region on behalf of the World Board. 



Once elected, they are accountable to the World Board and responsible to 
provide reporting to the Region. 

(The types of tasks assigned to the support committee vary from convention to 
convention. Generally, the administrative committee is responsible for 
communicating with world services, the region, and the rest of the support 
committee; disbursing funds when necessary; and keeping record of the 
activities and meetings of the support committee.) Volunteer recruitment, 
training, and scheduling is one of the most important and time consuming jobs 
in the planning and success of a world convention. 

The direction and focus is set by world services. The World Board will provide 
each *WCNA Workgroup*(support committee) with a list of its responsibilities.
